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WM102 Final Project Requirements

Overview:

A very small web site, 5-8 pages, reflecting both the html elements and design issues covered in class. The site must be coded by hand (i.e. using a text editor such as Notepad, Pico, or Vi) and must be saved in the class' Unix account or on another appropriate Unix server that is accessible via the web. Use of software to generate your html will result in the rejection of your project and an incomplete grade for the course. Your presentation should include what your site is about, who your intended audience might be, your reasoning for color choices, navigation, etc. Discussion regarding future plans for your site and problems encountered during the course of your work are also welcome.

Check your work with both Internet Explorer and FireFox.  100% compatibility is not required, but you should be aware of and be able to point out differences/problems in displaying your web site across browsers.

Required Elements:

1. Basic Elements and some attributes (i.e. <body>, <p>, <h1> etc., a list, a table, a form, <hr/>

2. Images: both as general illustration and/or decoration, and at least one as a link

3. Links: examples of links to another page within your own site, links to other web sites, and at

least one anchor link (a link to a specific point within a page)

If the topic you discussed with the class earlier in the course no longer works for you, please feel free to change it! And remember, I'm here to help. If you run into any problems or have any questions whatsoever, please email me. I'm happy to assist.
